Levels/Categories of Measurement – Nominal, Ordinal, Interval, and Ratio 
Ways to reduce measurement errors with research studies              
Correlations - Positive, Negative, and Ranges from -1.0 to +1.0 
Statistical significance ranges from 0 (high) to 1 (low), bur remember that strong associations between variables do not prove that a true cause and effect relationship exists
Type 1 vs. Type II Errors – know the difference!
